Book Review: �Game, Set and Murder  
by Elizabeth Flynn

Game, Set and Murder (Lion 
Fiction), Elizabeth Flynn’s 
debut novel, is an intriguing 
mystery set against the 
backdrop of the famous 
Wimbledon tennis tournament 
at the All England Club in 
London, England. It follows the 
story of Detective Inspector 
(D. I.) Angela Costello as she 
investigates the death of Petar 
Belic, a veteran tennis pro and 
coach to the promising tennis 
star, Stewart Bickerstaff. 

Having conquered the tennis 
realm in his prime, as well as 
the courts at Wimbledon, Petar 
Belic is now a much-loved, 
familiar face in the Club at 
Wimbledon. His unexpected 
death, on the very field at 
Wimbledon where he achieved 
a victory several years ago, is 
a mystery. Angela is assigned 
his case and the investigation 

proceeds immediately, coinciding with the 
Wimbledon tennis tournament.

Angela has a daunting task ahead of her. 
Many people close to Petar Belic could have 
had the motive and opportunity to kill him. 
Possible suspects include the tennis star he was 
coaching, his friend and business partner, his 
current girlfriend, his wife, other tennis rivals, 
and a few other close friends or acquaintances. 
She and her team must begin piecing together 
the events that led up to Petar’s death, as well 
as questioning anyone associated with him—
before the trail turns cold.

Angela Costello’s character has been 
recently promoted to the Detective Inspector 
position. While investigating this case, she 
must contend with adapting to the position 
and breaking in her new team of Detective 
Constables and Sergeants. She applies a unique 
approach to the investigation, incorporating

logic and reasoning with her 
own personal observations. 
These methods allow her 
to make swift progress 
and uncover hidden details 
surrounding Petar’s death. 

Each time a suspect or 
witness is interviewed, more 
information is revealed and 
puzzling facts are disclosed. 
This adds a new layer to the 
increasingly complicated 
mystery surrounding Petar’s 
death. The author effectively 
offers gradual insight into 
the various characters by 
noting their body language, 
facial expressions, mood, and 
attitudes. These revelations 
build suspense and cause the 
reader to become suspicious of 
certain characters through the 
course of the book.

The novel is told from 
Angela’s perspective, 
with the exception of the 
prologue. Short narratives 
of her thoughts are spread 
throughout the story, helping 
to convey her thought 
process and reasoning. 
This perspective affords 

understanding of her new responsibilities as a 
Detective Inspector, as well as a glimpse into 
her personal life and pleasant marriage.

The British elements of the novel are refresh-
ing and quaint. Small quips and phrases used 
in the novel add charm to the story and setting. 
Also, there is a fitting amount of tennis cover-
age in the book. A few games are observed, and 
the commentary on one tournament is excitedly 
given. However, if a reader is not familiar with 
the game of tennis, he or she will not feel over-
whelmed by the presence of sport.

Overall, Game, Set and Murder is a brisk, 
captivating read. It explores the many facets 
of human nature as well as the consequences 
of sin, forgiveness, mercy, and reconciliation. 
Elizabeth Flynn’s debut novel is a promising 
introduction to D. I. Angela Costello’s character.

Q&A

Where did you get the 
idea for this novel—
two characters in 
drastically different 
stages of their lives, 

connecting on a very deep level? 
The Prayer Box is a book that 
came to be completely by 
accident…if you believe in 
accidents. I prefer to think that 
it was divine intervention. It 
was an idea that literally gob-
smacked me out of the blue 
one day as I was sketching 
out some short book ideas at 
a publisher’s request. I looked 
across the room and saw a 
prayer box that had been given 
to me at a speaking event, and 
thought, What if the prayers of 
a person’s entire lifetime were 

recorded in prayer boxes? What would you 
learn if you opened those boxes, and how might 
it change you?

The concept came almost fully formed. I knew 
it would be a story about a young woman whose 
life is in ruins, and that she’d end up being given 
the job of cleaning out an old house that’s also 
crumbling. I knew that inside the house she’d 
find eighty-one carefully decorated prayer 
boxes that are basically the chronicle of the life 
of the woman who owned the home. They would 
literally contain the story of a lifetime. 

Tandi has a troubled past.  
Can you tell us about her?
Tandi is a young woman with a difficult and 
dangerous history. Like so many women who’ve 
grown up in chaotic and frightening family 
situations, she has unwittingly repeated many 
of the family patterns with which she was 
raised. She has created a toxic environment for 
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herself, thirteen-year-old Zoey, and nine-year-
old J.T. Tandi’s lack of self worth and the absence 
of support systems have led her to make poor 
relationship decisions—to validate herself 
based on who she’s dating. She has no concept 
of herself as valuable to the world or to God. 
She loves her children, but has no idea how to 
raise them. Hatteras Island, where she spent 
time with her grandparents as a child, is one of 
the few places she has felt safe in her life, so it is 
the place she runs to when she flees an abusive 
marriage to a controlling older man and an 
addiction to prescription painkillers. The rental 
cottage behind Iola Anne Poole’s decaying 
Victorian house is a hiding place, but it quickly 
becomes a refuge and a place of incredible 
growth.

Prayer boxes are not something you hear about 
or see every day. Can you tell us exactly what a 
prayer box is?
Prayer boxes have a long tradition in Jewish 
history and among early Christians, but other 
than occasional use or use as a novelty gift, they 
aren’t used that much in modern Christianity. 
Honestly, that’s a loss. A prayer box is like a 
prayer journal, but it’s more flexible and low-
pressure. Any scrap of paper you run across any 
time of the day will do, and you can drop it in 

your prayer box whenever you 
have the chance. Closing the lid 
is symbolic of giving it over to 
God and letting it go.

Prayer boxing and the idea of 
taking the time to record our 
prayers, hopes, and gratitudes 
in writing (as Iola did in the 
book) is so very valuable. 
Wouldn’t it be wonderful, when 
a child graduates, to be able to 
give that child the box of hopes 
and prayers written by parents 
and grandparents during the 
first year of life? Or for a couple 
on their 25th anniversary to 
re-open the box from their first 
year of marriage? For years, 
I’ve given journals or prayer 
boxes to couples as wedding 
gifts and encouraged them to 
write down their hopes and 
gratitudes during their first 
year of life, then keep them. 
It’s a great exercise while 
they’re doing it and a precious 
keepsake for later. It’s also 
their story, preserved.

The story is absolutely intriguing. 
Where did you come up with the 
plot for this novel?
I wanted to write a story 
about a woman with a dark 
past, and the man who fell 
in love with her. I wanted to 
explore the dynamics of what 
it means to love someone 
so absolutely even the most 
painful of histories could be 
overcome. I wanted a story 
where love can flourish. It 
became a kidnapping story as 
an event that would be easily 
understood without me having 
to go into many details about 
what had happened during 
those four years.

What was the most difficult part 
about writing this novel?
The decision to stay in Bryce’s 

viewpoint through much of the story created 
some challenges as a writer, but was also the 
key to having the story work. The opening 
pages in first person Charlotte’s view, and the 
rest of the book in Bryce’s point of view, let me 
show the dynamics of how the love relationship 
formed in a way that the reader could be part of 
the entire journey.

How do you combine suspense and romance in such 
a way that entertains fans of each genre?
I’m not certain that I satisfy either romance 
or suspense fans with my books—I personally 
tilt much more toward calling these books a 
straight romance that also has events unfold 
in their lives where you are not sure what 
will happen or how the story will move. I 
experience them that way while writing the 
story—as a romance, a get-to-know-each-other 
book, and my characters are having to react to 
what is going on around them. I have a sense 
when I start the book the events that will play 
out for them to deal with, but much of the book 
is a surprise to the author as it unfolds.

Lorie Ann Grover

What would happen if you were forced to suppress your gender 
and fulfill the opposite role in society? This fascinating premise 
is the idea behind Lorie Ann Grover’s new book Firstborn (Blink). 
Lorie told us all about her novel and her inspiration. 

How did you come up  
with the idea?
Firstborn sprang from a news 
article I read concerning 
gendercide. I was horrified to 
learn that over 37 million girls 
are missing in China alone, 
due to the One Child Policy 
enacted in 1980. The work 
of All Girls Allowed and the 
Global Gendercide Advocacy 
and Alliance Group provided 
further chilling information 
regarding the killing of females 
at birth. My anger brought my 
novel to form. I wanted to write 
a fiction work to bring light to 
gendercide while declaring the 
value of our daughters. The 
dedication of my book is: To 
firstborn females, may they all 
be allowed to live. 

Can you tell us about the setting 
of the novel?
Oh, the setting is a high desert! 
In Western Washington, it is 
a short trip over the Cascades 
to reach high desert sun 

and warmth. I have gone on many writing 
retreats in Eastern Washington, and our family 
has vacationed in high desert areas, such as 
Oregon, Utah, and Arizona. I love the starkness, 
the curving color and line, and the wildlife, 
especially the birds.     

Did you do much research on gender roles when 
writing this novel? 
I did research on cultures who assign females 
to work and function as males whenever there 
is a shortage of men. In various groups, these 
women perform the role of men their entire 
lives for the benefit of their society. That 
fascinated me, and I found it to be a fresh 
concept for my fiction. My character wouldn’t 
be hiding her sex, but she and her community 
would be denying its existence. 

I also researched ancient Sparta. There I 
found the practice of removing young boys 
from families to send them to harsh military 
camps. That became the perfect life experience 
to test my female, living as a declared male.

Can you tell us about your main character and the 
challenges she faces in her community attempting 
to pass as a male?
Tiadone is a firstborn female, a first to be 
declared male by the oppressive, ruling 
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Madronians. Her father 
chose the declaration to 
avoid being forced to leave 
his newborn daughter to die 
in the elements. All believe 
her femininity is removed by 
the amulet she wears about 
her hips. Nearing puberty, 
Tiadone readies to serve the 
community by guarding the 
Perimeter with her bird and 
other boy patrollers. There 
she must exhibit all the 
bravery and strength of a 
male. She must play the game 
under the harsh treatment of 
the rulers and the ostracism 
of the other patrollers. All the 
while, her body is maturing 

and her femininity is growing harder to 
suppress. She searches for religious truth, her 
purpose, her identity, and her worth.   

What projects are on the horizon for you?
As a cofounder of readergirlz, we’ll be planning 
the next Operation Teen Book Drop while 
keeping everyone up to date on the latest 
and greatest young adult releases. Plus, as a 
cofounder of readertotz, I’ll continue suggesting 
the best board books for our youngest readers.   

I have several novels at different stages of 
the publishing process waiting to emerge. And 
because of my life experience with rheumatoid 
arthritis, lupus, Sjogren’s syndrome and cancer, 
I’m writing an early memoir. But then, I also 
enjoy writing board books! A Big Hug for Little 
Cub will be released from Scholastic in the first 
week of January. So many projects waiting to 
take flight with Firstborn!
